CAR RIDER INFORMATION

I would like to express the appreciation that all of our staff feels for your patience and cooperation as we train new staff and new students (especially kindergartners) in the arrival and dismissal process. It should be running smoothly in the next couple of weeks.

Here are a few reminders that everyone needs to remember:

· A.M. drop off of car riders is between 8:05 and 8:30. All car riders should be picked up by 3:40 P.M.

· As you pull up into the loading area, please crack your window so you can hear the SIREN when traffic is locked down. At that point, it is safe for the Safety Patrol to assist with the unloading and loading. If your child is capable of exiting from the car unassisted, he/she may do so AFTER the siren is sounded and you see movement.

· Please have your child ready with all needed items BEFORE the siren sounds. Please DO NOT get out of your car to walk with your child, open doors, trunks, or unbuckle your child. We will assist your child if necessary.

· In the mornings, please do not unload your child in the drive area below the circle. We have noticed some real safety issues when the children are unloading that far down. There are some rocks placed as a marker. For your child’s safety, please DO NOT unload him/her before that point.
· If you plan to park in the north/parent lot and come in to volunteer, you may turn in the circle in the front of the school until 8:05 AM or 3:05PM. After those times, during arrival and dismissal, please reserve that right for our buses.

· THANK YOU FOR PUTTING YOUR CAR IN PARK AND HANGING UP YOUR CELL PHONE!!! The safety of our children is more important than any call.

· Anyone who picks up your child in the P.M. MUST have the name sign provided by the school, otherwise they will be asked to go to the office, show ID and get a pass to walk down and pick up the child from the car rider line. 

· If you park in the north lot and walk to the car rider line, you MUST have the name sign as identification.

· Unloading and loading in the back of the school is reserved for Special Education buses and drop off/pick up of students in before and after care.

· Bethal  Bible Village is private property. We are only allowed to park on their property occasionally when there are special events here.

This is a lot to read and digest, but those of you who have been here for a couple of years are already pros! For those who are new to Big Ridge, hang in there. It doesn’t take too long to catch on! Once again, thank you to everyone for your support.
